Dentokan Martial Arts Association Of Zambia participated in the Dentokan International Tournament dubbed Harare – January 2011 Chipolopolo karate Invitation held at Alexander Sports Club Harare Zimbabwe on Saturday 22nd January 2011.

The tournament officially opened by the Zimbabwe Karate Union President saw Zambia mint 15 medals. The Zambian side that did not have ladies but only men all featuring for their international debut except John Phiri of Africa Direction came out second overall. Zimbabwe emerged champions dominating both men and ladies kata and kumite having Botswana at the bottom of the Trio- nation championship. Boima Chipulu of Jesus Army got silver in men individual kata and team kata together with John Phiri Africa Direction and James Muke of Green Buffaloes while Charles Phiri and Robert Zimba both of Green Buffaloes and Isaac banda of Chelston had bronze. Botswana A were Team kumite champions after beating Zimbabwe A in finals. Robert Zimba also got bronze in the under 75kg individual kumite. Nikolas Nkhuwa of power Team and James Muke of Green Buffaloes added to Zambian medals getting silver and bronze respectively in under 84 kg individual kumite. Liswaniso Lisulo of Nakambala Mazabuka got silver in the above 84kg individual kumite. Seven(7) years old Danyaal Dawoodjee of Power Team got bronze for Passai sho kata demonstration and Zambia’s Delegation leader Moodlee Chola of Green Buffaloes got gold for Team Organization. Munyarandzi Mangaba of YMCA Libala and Luke Phiri of Pwer Team sealed the list of medals resulting into one (1) Gold, six(6) Silver and eight(8) Bronze.
